What you can do to help your child’s learning in this area:

Daily reading — ensure they are reading for a sustained period on a daily basis -
minimum of 20 minutes (encourage a wide range of texts and text types). Mix time
spent on this between listening to your child read and discussion of their understanding
of the text...

What do you think is going to happen next /
in the end? AND MORE IMPORTANTLY what evidence in the book that you have read
proves you are correct?

All of this will help to ensure that your child achieves their Accelerated Reader Target.

There are many styles of games which will suit all abilities so as
to improve their knowledge and application of multiplication across a range of other
topics.
