Conquer To take control of a place by fighting.

Emperor The ruler of the Roman Empire

Empire A group of territories or peoples under one ruler.

Gladiator A person who fought for the entertainment of Roman audiences

Legion A division of 3,000—6,000 men, including cavalry (soldiers on horseback), in the
